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Frederick Area gets good marks on state report card

Every year, usually in October, 
the South Dakota Department 

of Education releases state report 
cards for each school and district 
in the state. Most of our data 
comes from the annual state test-
ing that occurs each spring, but 
other factors such as attendance, 
high school completion, and col-
lege and career readiness also 
factor into overall scores. Any-
one seeking further information 
about our local report cards can 
find the link to access them on 
our school website.

Based on data collected dur-
ing the 2022-23 school year, 
the Frederick Area Elementary 
School received an overall score 
of 73 percent, placing us in the 
upper end of the “better” tier (the 
four tiers are poor, good, better, 
and best). Our proficiency rate 
for English was 53 percent, math 
was 56 percent, and science was 

36 percent. For the most part, we 
achieved above the state averages 
of 50 percent in English, 43 per-
cent in math, and 43 percent in 
science. 

Lower English and reading 
scores in the early grades are 
causing concern across South 
Dakota, and professional devel-
opment in reading strategies is 
being offered statewide. In Fred-
erick, we are a little ahead of this 
as we have provided professional 
development over this material 
for a few years now. We are work-
ing harder at the implementation 

piece of the professional devel-
opment with improved reading 
and phonics instruction and in-
creased vocabulary instruction. 
Teachers are also pushing read-
ing comprehension, specifically 
working on citing text evidence. 

As parents, you can help in 
this endeavor. When reading 
with your children, ask them 
questions and then ask them to 
prove their answers to you from 
the text or from where they in-
ferred the answer.

Our junior high scored a little 
higher, with an overall score of 
75 percent. Overall proficiency 
rates for English, math, and sci-
ence were 62 percent, 59 percent, 
and 56 percent, respectively. 
State averages in these areas are 
the same as listed above, and I 
am happy to report that the ju-
nior high scored well above the 
state in all three areas. 

Frederick Area High School 
scores were also well above the 
state average this year: English 

was 76 percent proficient, math 
was 71 percent proficient, and 
science was 57 percent profi-
cient. The overall score of the 
high school was 88 percent. 
Both the junior high and high 
school placed in the highest tier 
of school performance. In com-
parison to other schools in the 
area, our overall high school 
score ranked equal to or higher 
than most, falling one point shy 
of Ipswich’s overall score and 6 
points shy of Warner’s.

Overall, I am proud to re-
port that although some scores 
did fall this year, we again have 
maintained the above-average 
expectations we have set for 
ourselves, and that is due to all 
the hard work that our teachers, 
staff, and students commit to ev-
ery day. Thank you for pushing 
your child to meet our expecta-
tions and for your dedication to 
school and hard work, for the 
first steps to success come from 
home!

Titans Football Coach

The Leola/Frederick Titans 
football season came to an end 
with a first-round home play-
off loss to Hanson on Thursday, 
October 19. We finished 5-3 in 
the regular season again. While 
some of our opponents were 
not that competitive this past 
season, a few of our opponents 
fielded high quality teams. Two 
of our four losses were to teams 
that played for state champion-
ships in their respective classes 
(Warner in 9A and Faulkton 
Area in 9B). Another opponent 
(Hamlin) was in the semifinal 
game before losing to Parkston.

Statistically speaking we didn’t 
do quite as well as we did the pre-
vious season.  We rushed for over 
1,800 yards (2,100 last year) and 
averaged 5.4 yards per carry (7.2 
yards per carry last year). We aver-
aged 29 points per game this year, 
compared to 32 last year, and we 
scored 35 total touchdowns this 
year, compared to 41 touchdowns 
last year. Defensively we gave up 
22 points per game this past sea-
son, compared to 24 last year.

Entering the season, we had 

a couple of newcomers to our 
schedule with Langford Area 
and North Central canceling 
their football seasons. We picked 
up Herreid/Selby Area and 
Great Plains Lutheran, and they 
were both a part of the five-team 
group I felt like we should beat, 
with three other teams that I 
thought could go either way.  We 
were 0 for 3 in those games, los-
ing handily to Warner and Ham-
lin, and dropping a tough season 
finale at Faulkton Area 14-6.

We will return just three start-
ers on offense and five starters on 
defense, so our work will be cut 
out for us. It will be the new year 
of a realignment cycle as well, so 
a new two-year schedule will be 
coming out next spring.  Lang-
ford Area will not have a varsity 
football team for the foresee-
able future, so three of our eight 
games will be played outside the 
conference next year.
