New 
Standards 

Adopted for

Th roughout the year many educators from around the 
state have met and participated in a standards review for ELA 
(English), Math, Health, and CTE standards.  Analysis of K-12 
standards in these areas was completed and changes were made 
and passed aft er many public review hearings.  Most K-12 
ELA changes were logistical, cleaning up language to make it 
consistent across all grade levels.  Some rewording was done to 
make standards more user friendly.   One notable change to the 
standards in grades K-4 that was the addition of handwriting.  
Previously, handwriting standards were not mentioned aft er 
grade 2, but now have been added to grades 3 and 4, with 
the choice of printing and/or cursive writing being a district 
decision.  

Much of the same can be said for the K-12 math standards 
revision.  Th e focus was on clarity and clean up.  One change 
in the elementary math standards was the addition of money 
concepts to Kindergarten and 1st grade.  Th e importance of 
knowing math facts for addition, subtraction, multiplication, 
and division was also reviewed.  It was determined that 3rd 
graders need to be fl uent with their math facts, meaning they 
use strategies to quickly calculate answers.  However, by the end 
of 4th grade, students are expected to be able to recall facts from 
memory.  High school mathematics changes included a more 
defi ned split between Algebra I and Algebra II standards.  

Th ese content standard revisions will not change a lot in 
the day-to-day education of our students here in the Frederick 
School as many are currently addressed in the classroom.   I 
expect to see more handwriting practice incorporated into the 
upper elementary along with some extra drill and practice on 
our math facts.  Kindergarteners will get a few extra lessons on 
identifying and counting coins, just like they practice counting 
by 1’s, 5’s, and 10’s now.  It’s nice to see the updated standards 
matching so much of what we are currently teaching our children 
and what has been of good, sound practice all along.

When this column comes out, we will only be about 2 weeks shy 
of the end of the school year.  Th e legislative session offi  cially came 
to a close and funding for education moving forward saw an increase 
of 1%.  In addition to that, the state is also going to contribute an 
additional 0.7% of one time monies, to be distributed to districts yet 
this Spring to be included with FY17.

Th e month of April also means that we will be well into the 
activities that go along with Spring – those being track and golf.  
Coach Marty Morlock has a total of 37 participants in track, with 
16 in high school and 21 from the 6th-8th grade group.  It has been 
three years I believe since golf was last off ered as an activity, but 
interest has come back and the Board agreed to give it a shot again 
this spring.  Yours truly will be coaching the kids; and it appears as 
though there will be three high school students and fi ve 6th-8th 
grade students.

Another activity that took place in April was Prom on Saturday, 
April 14th.  Leola and Frederick Area students held a joint Prom 
this year in Leola., with Frederick Area hosting Prom next spring.  
Th e 7-12 Spring Concert was held on Th ursday, May 3, at 7:30 pm; 
Baccalaureate and Awards will be on Wednesday, May 9, at 6:30 pm; 
the Elementary Concert will be Th ursday, May 10, at 7:30 pm and 
Commencement will take place on Saturday, May 12, at 2:00 pm.  
Th e last day of school for Frederick Area students will be Th ursday, 
May 17, with a 3:40 dismissal.

Frederick Area School will be off ering driver education here 
in Frederick later this spring.  In year’s past, the students were 
bused over to Leola for the coursework and driving.  I have been 
doing driver education for over ten years at three diff erent schools 
throughout that time and am going to give it a whirl here this spring.  
Wish me luck!

Science Fair 
Competitior

Freshman, Simon Bickford, entered his  
experiment at the NSU Regional Science 
Fair. His project titled, “Gator-Aid?”, was 
an experiment to see which type of sports 
drink (Gatorade, Powerade, or Propel) 

caused the highest level of change in the 
participants blood sugar.

Simon chose this this project because 
he thought it would be interesting to 
see how much one’s blood sugar would 
actually change. Th is would lead to fi nding 
out if certain types of sports drinks have a 
stronger eff ect. In researching the topic, he 
found that with less than 60-90 minutes 
of exercise, sports drinks are unnecessary 
and can be as unhealthy as soda.

Th e experiment started by recording 
the participants blood sugar, then 
drinking 8 ounces of one type of sports 
drink. Th e participants blood sugar was 
then recorded again, 30 minutes aft er 
drinking the sports drink.

Each day the participant would go 
through the same process until the 
experiment was completed for Gatorade, 
Powerade, and Propel. In conclusion, he 
found that Gatorade caused the highest 
average change in the participants blood 
sugar.  Simon’s interest in the topic 
and experimentation earned him an 
Honorable Mention at the Northern 
State University Science Fair.
